The course will be technical, but marked out for

                   enduro type machines and the observed sections will not be particularly difficult.

                 be allocated in order of receipt. Riders still circulating after the fastest rider has finished will 
     be allowed a further 20 minutes to attempt to complete the number of laps set by the fastest 
     rider.
